This fine textured, dwarf-type�
perennial ryegrass may be mowed�
from 1 to 2 inches, using a sharp�
mower blade. Supplemental water�

and regular fertilization will�
maintain this beautiful grass at�
it’s best. Prefers a soft loam,�
however it is adaptable to sand or�
heavy clay soil and survives in�
less than perfect conditions.�

Endophytes are an added benefit�
to turf (lawn) mixtures.�Gold�
Star�is resistance to crown rust,�
stem rust and leaf spot.�
